	• Applicants will be notified by 10pm on Friday, February 3rd of their membership status.
	• Those accepted will attend a mandatory over-night retreat starting the evening of Saturday, February 4th  and ending the day of Sunday, February 5th.
	• All members are required to attend meetings every Tuesday 6-7:30pm.
	• New members are required to attend new member meetings every Sunday 7-8pm for the spring semester, as well as work on a comprehensive New Member Project.
	• All members will serve on at least one Liberal Arts Council committee.  
	• Participation in at least 3/4ths of all council activities is required. Members must earn the required number of points to avoid council probation.
